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TANGUTURI PRAKASAM PANTHULU GARU
23-08-2024

Tanguturi Prakasam Panthulu, widely known as "Andhra Kesari" (Lion of Andhra), was a
prominent freedom fighter, lawyer, journalist, and the first Chief Minister of the Andhra State.
Born on 23 August 1872 in Vinodarayunipalem in present-day Prakasam district, he studied
law in the UK and became a successful barrister. However, he gave up his legal career to join
the Indian freedom struggle. He became famous during the Simon Commission protests in
1928, when he boldly bared his chest to British soldiers who threatened to shoot, symbolizing
fearless patriotism. Government degree colleges, Chinturu celebrated on his birth
anniversary every year on August 23. The principal K.Rathnamanikyam, teaching and non-
teaching staff, and students attend to the programme. The principal usually inaugurates the
event with a speech on Prakasam’s life and values, while faculty members elaborate on his
contributions to India's freedom and development.
